	PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Requesting a review of the proposed project to determine whether or not to proceed as shown in the attached plan. The proposed project is an addition to a single family residence. The existing lot is sub-standard in size and the existing ground cover is non-conforming at 62%. The project proposes to eliminate some of the existing impermeable driveway surface in order to "open up" new ground cover for the addition of conditioned living space. Overall ground cover will be reduced from 2,633 SF (62%) to 2,533 (60%) SF. Considerations have been made to preserve the existing tree at the base of the driveway.
